The data was compiled from public documents filed on SEDAR and includes the name, industry 

and year-end of the 660 non-venture issuers with year-ends between December 31, 2016 and 

March 31, 2017 that filed information circulars or annual information forms by July 31, 2017 as 

it relates to women on boards and in executive officer positions.
